Jessica Meredith Jacobsen died tragically on September 12th, 

2007.  Jessica, a graduate of Villanova University,  was a 

group manager in the marketing and investment services 

department with T. Rowe Price where she managed a staff 

of 100 employees.  Jessica was an avid runner and she en-

joyed watching her sons play soccer, basketball, and tennis. 

Jessica volunteered with her neighborhood association and 

with Immaculate Conception School.
