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YOUTH  ACTIVITIES
As we come to the close of another service year for the Knights, I have

spent some time in recent days updating financial records for the Council as
we prepare for next year.  In doing so, I couldn’ t help but reflect on how far
we have come in terms of Youth Activities over the past two years!  I found
the ini tial “sign up sheet” for our first “Movie Night” two years ago (I still
haven’ t found the pen that I passed around, however). Going into the event,
we had 14 signatures and I remember worrying i f we were going to get 25
people to the event!  We ended up with more than 50, and i t was considered
at that time to be a great success.

Here we are about 18 months later, just having concluded our youth slate
of Movie Night, Children’s Christmas Party, Basketball Shootout, and
Easter Egg Hunt.  We AVERAGED over 100 participants in our youth events
this year, and they continue to grow!  We get a lot of comments on how much
fun the children had, and more importantly that they appreciate how we
include a Catholic Tradi tion and Message into each of these events.

In addition, as opposed to the past where we had about 1-5 people to help
with the events, our recent Easter Egg Hunt drew 20 brothers and relatives
to help with this event!!  So both from a participation and volunteer
standpoint, we have arrived and I couldn’ t thank everyone who participated
and helped enough!

As we look to next year, I think there are a couple of areas where we can
still  develop as we continue to grow.  First, we need to continue to work on
planning and getting our participants to sign up well in advance so it will help
us in food preparation, supplies, etc.  Most of our supplies for events,
especially the Easter Egg hunt, are purchased well in advance so for example
we can stuff the eggs (Thanks to the Easter Bunny helpers Robbie, Tori,
Mary, and Spencer Stout!).  Therefore, an accurate count is needed so the
children’s baskets are ful l!

The 9th fold is a tribute to womanhood, and Mothers. For it had been through thei r faith, thei r love,
loyalty and devotion that the character of the men and women who have this country great has been
molded.
The 10th fold is a tribute to the father, for he, too, had given his sons and daughters for the defense
of our country since they were first born.
The 11th fold represents the lower portion of the seal of King David and King Solomon and
glorifies in the Hebrews’  eyes, the God of Abraham, Isaac and Jacob.
The 12th fold represents the emblem of eterni ty and glorifies, in the Christians’  eyes, God the
Father, the Son and the Holy Spiri t.
The 13th fold, or when the flag is completely folded, the stars are uppermost reminding us of our
nations motto, “In God We Trust.”

After the flag is completely folded and tucked in, it takes the appearance of a cocked hat, ever
reminding us of the soldiers who served under General  George Washington, and the Sailors and
Marines who served under Captain John Paul Jones.  Their comrades and shipmates in the Armed
Forces of the United States, preserving for us the rights, privileges and freedoms we enjoy today,
followed them.

There are some traditions and ways of doing things that have important meanings. In the future,
when you see flags folded, now you will know why.
